STEP #2
When you begin meeting with your 
Apprenticeship Prayer Partners... here 
are 3 things work into your weekly/
rhythms. 

SHARE ABOUT YOUR WEEK and how 
you made out with the 3-5 areas of 
spiritual growth you are working on. 
We suggest identifying accountability 
questions for key areas where you want 
to grow. 

DISCUSS YOUR REFLECTION on the 
Bible over the past week and focus on 
real-time application. Don’t get side-
tracked by debate and theory... wrestle 
with the implications in your day to day 
life. 

PRAY FOR AND LISTEN IN PRAYER for 
each other. Having someone listen in 
prayer for you are some of the greatest 
gifts we can both give and receive. 
Every time you get together, create 
adequate space for prayer.
